[Let's start]





	I wrote this little document, because the new version has some new features and I better explain them a little bit. And, from now on, if you want to know more of  the code (the first version), you can read an article about it. You can find it on the UNDU webpage by Robert Vivrette (It's published on februari the 23th 1998). 





From version 1.2 the component has been split in two components. Namely, CDEvents and AudioCDEvents. The last one has some extra features, especially for audio CD's. I thought this would be better for the next releases. (If you think it's not, let me know why). The parent of AudioCDEvents is offcourse CDEvents and it has all the features of CDEvents.





CDEvents v1.2





PROCEDURES & FUNCTIONS





OpenDevice :  opens a handle to a CD-ROM player. Puts the handle in ID property.


CloseDevice : closes the handle to a CD-ROM player


OpenDoor : opens the door of the CD-ROM player


CloseDoor : closes the door of the CD-ROM player (if possible by your type of CD-ROM player)





info : You don't need to use OpenDevice before you use OpenDoor or CloseDoor. You can use them without initialising the CD-ROM player or you can pass a handle to the ID property (a handle of e.g. MediaPlayer).





PROPERTIES





ID (public) : just for storing a handle to the CD-ROM player


Options (published) : TCDOptions





PROCEDURES





ResetCDOptions : If you put a CDEvent component on the form, it will store the values of AutoRun. Calling this procedure will reset AutoRun value in the registry.





PROPERTIES





AutoReset : If true, AutoRun will be reset to original value if component is destroyed.


AutoRun : Toggle between AutoRun True or False.





EVENTS





AfterArrival : Is fired after a new CD is inserted


AfterRemove : Is fired after a CD is removed





info : As you can see in the DBTMsg units, there are some other events. I haven't included them yet, because I haven't found a CD player which fires these events. It's easy to implement them yourself. If you find a CD player which fires these events, please let me know! Then I can program them into the component too.

	ResetAudioCDOptions : Call this and all the properties defined in Reset property will be reset to original values (values of registry when component is created).





PROPERTIES	





AutoReset : If true, the values set in Reset property will be set to original value if component is destroyed.


AutoRun : Enables/Disables the autorun feature of the Audio CD's


Player : Is the program which will be started for playing the audio CD's when AutoRun is set to true


Reset : Contains the properties (rAutoRun, rPlayer) which will be reset when ResetAudioCDOptions is called or when AutoReset is set to true.
