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Introduction


This is the version 1 of my Delphi 2.0 IEButton component. This button component simulates the behaviour of the buttons found in the Internet Explorer 3 from Microsoft. These buttons are in a border-less window and shown in a disabled state until the mouse floats over them, then they spring to life allowing them to be clicked like normal buttons.

Installation & Use





This is a brief description of how to install IEButton on your system


* Copy IEButton.DCU and IEButton.DCR  into any subdirectory; say C:\DelphiComponents\IEButton


* Start Delphi 2.0


* Choose Component | Install 


* Click Add


* Type the name of directory where you placed the component followed by IEButton.DCU; e.g.  C:\DelphiComponents\IEButtonl\IEButton.DCU


* Click OK


* Click OK


You should now have a new page on your component palette called JM Gadgets, where you will find TIEButton





IEButton Properties


The following are properties unique to the TIEButton component. The other properties are those standard to all Delphi graphic controls and can therefore be found in the Delphi documentation.





property BorderWidth: TBorderWidth


The BorderWidth property determines the width in pixels of the border around a IEButton. The default value is 1 with a maximum value of 10.





property CaptionPosition: TCaptionPosition


The CaptionPosition property specifies how text is aligned within the component. The assigned Glyph is then arranged around it.





These are the possible values:





Value			Meaning


cpCaptionCenter	Centre text horizontally in the control


cpCaptionLeft		Align text to the left side of the control


cpCaptionRight		Align text to the right side of the control


cpCaptionTop		Align text to the top of the control


cpCaptionBottom	Align text to the bottom of the control





property Caption: TCaption


The Caption property contains the text string that labels the component.  The default value is the name of the component.





property Glyph: Tbitmap


The Glyph property specifies the bitmap that appears on the IEButton. Use the Open dialog box that appears as an editor in the Object Inspector to choose a bitmap file (with a .BMP extension) to use on the button, or specify a bitmap file at run time.





You must provide a IEButton with a single bitmap image.





property Margin: Tmargin


The Margin property determines the number of pixels between the edge of the Glyph and Caption and the edge of the IEButton. The edges that the margin separates depends on the layout of the image and caption (specified in the CaptionPosition property). The default value is 5 with a minimum value of 3 and maximum of 10.
